Radiant Floor Heating has become an 
increasingly popular choice for homeowners 
versus a conventional forced air system.  
If you are not familiar with radiant floor heat, 
tubing is set in your floor and warm water is used 
from a boiler system to deliver even, consistent heat throughout the 
space.  There are many advantages of radiant floor heat vs. 
conventional heating.  Comfort and efficiency are the most 
significant, but radiant heat is also beneficial for those with allergies 
due to the lack of moving dust particles that gather over time in 
your duct work.  Another added benefit of radiant floors is silence; 
you don’t hear any of the annoying noises an older furnace system 
can make.   Radiant floor heat keeps the same temperature 
throughout the room instead of feeling pockets of warm and cold 
air.  Radiant heat allows you to keep the average temperature a 
few degrees lower than you normally would, but you will feel just as 
warm.  This saves energy, and therefore money!  Depending on 
your needs, radiant heat can be used as a primary or secondary 
heating source.  There are several installation methods, and B&B 
has installed both electrical and hydronic radiant floors, depending 
on the application.  Whether you’re building new construction or 
renovating a bathroom, this is definitely an option worth consider-
ing.  In the long run, it’s cleaner, more comfortable, and directly 
saves you money.
